When cable trays contain conductors rated over 600 volts they are required to
be marked “DANGER — HIGH VOLTAGE — KEEP AWAY"” at no further than
10-foot intervals. What has changed is the way those labels are required to
look in order to adequately warn of the.

Commonly called the Load Class, this defines the
load-carrying capability of the tray for a specific
support span distance. The design and cost of the
cable tray is greatly affected by this designation.

Cable tray length is selected based on the load to
be supported, the distance between the supports
(also referred to as the span), and handling and
installation constraints.

Some of these criteria include the required load
that the cable tray must support, the distance
between the cable tray supports, and ease of
handling and installation.

Cable trays containing conductors rated over 600
volts shall have a permanent, legible warning
" notice carrying the wording “DANGER — HIGH
= VOLTAGE — KEEP AWAY"” placed in a readily
visible ...

Cable trays less than 730 12 ft in length should be
supported in a minimum of one location; and trays
over 12 ft in length should be 731 supported at a
minimum of two locations.
